2010 A.C.B.A. Static Contests 

 
Purpose 

 

To acknowledge excellence among ACBA youth members who create exhibits that show some aspect of the cavy 

fancy. These exhibits must be placed on view at the annual ACBA specialty convention. 

 

Rules 

 

1.  Any ACBA youth member in good standing is eligible to compete in this contest. Attendance at the A.C.B.A. 

specialty convention is not necessary. 

 

2.  Exhibits must be informational or promotional of cavies, or include a cavy as part of the design. 

 

3.  A contestant may submit only 1 entry per class. 

 

4.  Application must be made using the form provided by the ACBA youth department. This form is available from 

your ACBA district director, the ACBA office, the ACBA youth web site, or the ACBA youth committee. 

 

5.  Each entry must be the work of the contestant and must have been completed in the 12 months prior to the 

ACBA specialty convention. 

 

6. All items must be displayed at the A.C.B.A. specialty convention. Your name, address, age, and class entered 

must be clearly indicated on the underside/back of each item entered. 

 

7.  All entries will receive ribbons. (Blue=excellent, Red=very good, White=good,) Winners will be announced at 

the A.C.B.A. specialty banquet. Exhibitors need not be present to win. 

 

8.  Transportation/shipping of exhibits is the responsibility of the exhibitor. Entries mailed/shipped to 2010 

A.C.B.A. Specialty should be sent to: ADDRESS TO FOLLOW.  Make sure that contestants name, address, 

age, and class are entered on each item. The exhibitor is responsible for shipping costs of those returned items via 

mail.  

 

9.  DO NOT SEND YOUR DISPLAY TO THE ACBA YOUTH CHAIRMAN 

 

10. All applications must be postmarked by March 10, 2010 and sent to Youth Committee Chair (see address at 

the top of the page).  Forms postmarked after March 10, 2010 will be destroyed and notification sent to the 

applicant. Application will be necessary for all displays. All exhibits must be in the show room by 4pm Friday 

of the A.C.B.A. specialty convention. Exhibits without prior application will not receive ribbons or awards.
